KL welcomed everyone to the meeting.

	Project Strand 1 – Physical Improvements
IM advised that the layout design is nearing completion.  Mansfield Avenue entrance and play area to be finalised.
Site investigation works are now complete and the report is now complete.  The information was favourable in terms of expectations.
Construction detailing is well advanced, the street furniture has now been designed.

Power supply to bandstand area is currently being discussed with Scottish Power.  IM to update when resolution reached.
IM has revised drawing to provide a reinforced surface for large vehicles for events.

Plant scheduled for all planting within the park complete in draft form.  IM confirmed that there is awareness of evasive larger shrubs.  A better mix will be used with variety and colour.  Native species are currently being looked at.  A use of perennial herbatious at Cairns Road and Mansfield Avenue.
Hydrological survey of water feature has been carried out, consultation with SLC ongoing.  No underlying problems discovered, may have made a small saving due to this.  Substantial repair work is required to the burn but the upper pond may not need lined.
Detailed examination of Mansfield Road Gates is being undertaken.

IM showed and discussed plans.

It was noted that red tar will be used at the band stand and Cairns Road entrance.

IM confirmed secondary paths could be funded through WIAT.

AF raised concerns with proposed grassed area beside the bandstand may be damaged with events and concerts.

IM confirmed this had been chosen to minimise anti-social behaviour.  Secondary reinforcement to be looked into.
IM to revise drawing to increase size of staging area beside band stand.

After discussions regarding cars turning/parking at Cairns Road entrance, it was agreed that bollards would be looked into.

KL advised that due to changes in guidance from senior management, wood would not be allowed to be used in the play park due to vandalism.
IM suggested artificial boulders could be looked at.

MH confirmed Community Resources would be open to this idea.

IM to forward plans for play area to AH-S to run a public consultation exercise.
IM enquired about fencing around paths at Mansfield Avenue.  It was confirmed these had been put in place recently, after discussion it was agreed these would be retained and painted.

IM to forward planting area information to group.

JA suggested a bog garden proposal, outwith HLF funding, as a project for the group.  Planting waterlilies etc was discussed.
IM to look into possibilities for this proposal.
